II. Defining goal and objectives of the Research Committee 

The Proposed Goals are: 

· To engage federal, local and academic sources in fostering the inclusion of Latinos in HIV research, studies and clinical trials.

· To increase Latino participation in research and science-based activities that   lead into a better understanding and utilization of HIV prevention, diagnosis and treatment services.

· To form a public/private committee of behavioral scientists to identify research needs and develop a blue print for research areas that have been overlooked.  We need to recruit behavioral scientists from NIH and HRSA and SAMHSA that work in the area of Latinos and HIV or can be useful to this end.  

· We need to support Latino behavioral scientists being encouraged to undertake research in this area.  

· We need a plan to ensure that research includes Latinos and that the results of research are shared with participants.

Idea of a partnership: A concrete recommendation to have a productive partnership with researchers and CBOs where ongoing discussions of priorities and needs are identified.  

Specific goals on a joint committee: Identify the key unknowns in doing effective prevention and care in regards to Latinos
